BRIERLEY HILL & DUDLEY SCHOOLS’ FOOTBALL ASSOCIATION

GENERAL RULES
1.  NAME OF ASSOCIATION

The Association shall be called the Brierley Hill & Dudley Schools’ Football Association.

2. AIMS

The Aims of the Association shall be: -

(a) The mental, moral and physical development and improvement of schoolchildren through the medium of Association Football.

(b) To help Teachers’ Charities and such other charitable purposes to such an extent as shall be recommended to the Trustees by the Annual General Meeting.

(c) To promote and govern the game of Association football within its area in accordance with the Rules, Regulations and Bye- Laws of the Football Association Ltd., and as modified and adapted for school purposes by the English Schools’ Football Association.

3.  AFFILIATION

The Association shall affiliate to the English schools’ F.A. and the West Midlands Metropolitan County Schools’ F.A. and the Dudley Schools’ Sports Association. The Association may also affiliate to any other body should it consider necessary to do so.

4.  MEMBERSHIP

(a) Full Membership: -

Membership shall be open to all schools within the established boundaries as recognised by the English Schools’ Football Association. Affiliated schools shall only compete in competitions, which are recognised by the English Schools’ Football Association. 

(b) Association Membership: -

Schools from outside the established boundaries may apply, with the approval of their Schools’ Football Association, to become Associate Members, to enter competitions organised by the Association, on payment of the appropriate fees.

5.  LIFE MEMBERSHIP
Life Membership of the Association may by resolution of the Annual General Meeting be conferred upon any member who has served on the Council of the Association and has rendered meritorious service to the Association. Life Membership may also be conferred on an individual who has rendered meritorious service to schools’ football within the Association.

6.  AFFILATION & COMPETITIONS
(a) AFFILIATION
     Schools in membership of the Dudley Schools’ Sports Association, having paid the

     appropriate fee for the current year may affiliate to the Brierley Hill & Dudley Schools’ 

     F.A. Schools wishing to affiliate to the Brierley Hill & Dudley Schools’ F.A. shall, 

     annually, complete and Affiliation Form.

(b) COMPETITIONS

     Schools in membership of the Dudley Schools’ Sports Association, having paid the       

     appropriate fee for the current year, may enter any competition organised by the Brierley

     Hill & Dudley Schools’ F.A. on completion of the appropriate Competition Entry Form.

(c) The annual Affiliation Form, which shall be signed by the Head Teacher of the School, 

      and the appropriate Competition Entry Form (s) shall be completed and returned to the 

      Hon. Secretary by 1st June. 

7. OFFICERS OF THE ASSOCIATION

The Officers of the Association shall be the President, Chairperson, Vice-Chairperson, the Hon. Secretary and the Hon. Treasurer who shall be elected annual at the Annual General Meeting.

8. COUNCIL

A Council consisting of the Officers together with five (5) representatives from affiliated secondary schools and five (5) representatives from affiliated primary schools shall control the affairs of the Association.

The quorum for Council Meetings shall be six (6) members.

The Council shall have the powers to co-opt.

9. ORGANISATION

The affairs of the Association shall be organised through the Council and any such Sub-Committee as deemed necessary and appointed by the Association’s Council.

The Emergency Committee, who shall also act as the Disciplinary Committee, shall be elected at the first meeting of the council and shall consist of the Officers and two members of Council.

Three Trustees shall be elected annually at the Annual General Meeting.

In the event of the Association being dissolved, the Trustees shall realise the property and assets and call in all monies due to the Association, and after discharge of all liabilities, hand the surplus to such charitable institutions or charities as shall be determined by the Annual General Meeting or a General Meeting called for that purpose.

10. ELECTION OF OFFICERS AND COUNCIL

(a) OFFICERS
The Officers shall be elected annually at the Annual General Meeting. Nominations shall be proposed and seconded by two affiliated schools in attendance at the Annual General Meeting.

(b) COUNCIL 
The Council shall be elected annual at the Annual General Meeting. Nominations shall be proposed and seconded by two affiliated schools in attendance at the Annual General Meeting.

(c) VICE-PRESIDENTS AND PATRONS
Vice-Presidents and Patrons may be elected at the Annual General Meeting, and shall be proposed and seconded by two affiliated schools in attendance at the Annual General Meeting or proposed by Council.

11. ALTERATION TO RULES

Notice of alterations and additions, to General Rules and Competition Rules, proposed and seconded by two affiliated schools, must be submitted to the Association Hon. Secretary by 30 April of each year.

12. COMPETITIONS

The Council shall be empowered to organise competitions.

13. COMPETITION RULES

The Council shall, where appropriate, draw up Rules for Competitions organised by the Association. These may be amended at the Annual General Meeting in accordance with General Rule 11. These shall be circulated annual to all affiliated schools.

14. ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING

The Annual General Meeting of the Association will be held no later than 30 June. Any member of an affiliated school shall be eligible to attend and each affiliated school represented at the Meeting shall be entitled to one vote. At the Annual General Meeting the following business will be transacted: -

(a) Presentation and adoption of Annual Report

(b) Presentation and adoption of Financial Report

(c) Election of Officers and Council

(d) Election of Vice-Presidents and Patrons

(e) Amendment to General Rules and Competition Rules

(f) Life Membership of the Association

(g) Resolutions

The Hon. Secretary shall give at least 14 days notice of the date and venue of the Annual General Meeting. The Hon. Secretary shall also circularise the particulars of proposed amendments and additions to Rules and all other items of business to be transacted at the Meeting.

15. SPECIAL GENERAL MEETINGS

Special General Meetings shall be called at the request of: -

(a) The Council

(b) Any six (6) affiliated schools

At least 14 days notice shall be given of any such meeting and the notice of the business to be transacted at the meeting shall also be circulated to schools.

16. RESPONSIBILITY

Every affiliated school shall be responsible to the Council for the actions of its officials, players and spectators.

Schools shall be advised annually of the need to ensure that an adequate first aid kit is available for all inter-school matches.

17. LOYALTY

(a) The Association shall have first claim upon the services of any player selected to play any representative match arranged by the Association.

(b) Players selected for Competitive Representative matches should not play in any fixture on the day prior to the game without the agreement of the Hon. Secretary.

18. PRECEDENCE OF MATCHES 

The Precedence of Matches shall be: -

(a) Matches organised by the English Schools’ F.A.

(b) Association Representative Matches

(c) Competitive matches organised by County Schools’ Associations

(d) Matches organised by the Brierley Hill & Dudley Schools’ F.A.

(e) In accordance with F.A. Rule 21 “Priority must at all times be given to school or school organisation activities, in accordance with the recommendations of the Memorandum on Schoolboys and School Games, whilst a boy is receiving full-time education in accordance with the Education Acts.”
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
