U12 Boys 5 a side Relevant Information
Attached with this document are the schools that will be attending each of the 4 qualifying rounds and the night they have been allocated to attend, (Please note not enough teams to put an event on at Frankley)
There will be 5 schools attending each of the 4 nights, giving each team 4 games. Teams will score 3 points for a win and 1 for a draw. The winning school at the end of each event will be permitted to attend the District finals which must be played before Monday 8th December.

If you are unable to attend for any reason you must inform the host school before the event as we do not wish to keep them waiting for you. The tournament starts when the first school turns up so it is requested by host schools that you make every effort to get there as quickly as possible due to centres becoming available to the public.
I have attached a copy of the standard rules set by the ESFA – however at this level we are able to amend these where necessary. The listed rules are the most important;

· Games will be one half of 8 minutes (usually 2 halves of 5 minutes)

· Head height rule, (always controversial) must be adhered to; this is usually to about 5ft however this is down to the referee to interpret what 5ft is!

· Only the goalkeeper can go in the goal area – penalty awarded for any deliberate infringement

· Goalkeeper must roll the ball out unless the ball is passed back to him from a player in which he must kick it out (below head height) – an indirect free kick will be awarded for any infringement
· When the ball is rolled out by the goalkeeper it can not be received directly back from that player (it has to be a third party) – an indirect free kick 2 metres from goal will be awarded for any infringement
If at the end of all the games 2 teams have the same number of points, goal difference will decide the winner. If these are level it will be decided on goals scored. If these are also level, a knockout game will decide the winner 3 minutes each way. If there is still no result it will be determined by a penalty shootout. Hopefully we will not get down to this!
